Her working activities are supported by the Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs and by the Ministry of Culture. She is tenure professor at the Academy of Music in Trieste and guest professor at the Universities of Music in Vienna, Moscow, Madrid, Tallin, Zagreb, Peking, Shanghai and Buenos Aires.

She has graduated also in “Languages” and in “Modern Literature” and has won many literary poetry prizes and has published essays on the relationship between music and literature.
